Notes for translators
November 2011
The 2011 update to the AAA spreadsheet has removed the dependence on macros for the calculation of scores for the screening instruments and the display of endorsed items.  The screening instruments have been displayed more clearly in the updated file with the text of the items shown.  The AAA items and diagnostic criteria themselves have not changed.

Contributions by international colleagues to translations are welcomed as with the original version, although some additional steps will be required to ensure a comprehensive translation.  The notes below are designed for users with a reasonable understanding of Microsoft Excel workbooks, but do not require a high level of technical skill.  In case of further queries, please contact the author on the e-mail address below.
· The four worksheets which make up the updated AAA (AAA_2011.xls) have been saved as protected to prevent accidental changes to the text.
· To allow changes for translation, it will first be necessary to unprotect the sheets.
· This can be done manually for each sheet by selecting Tools->Protection->Unprotect Sheet
· Alternatively, the macro “UnprotectAll” can be run from the macros interface, accessed by selecting Tools->Macro->Macros
· Once unprotected the visible text can be edited as normal

· In addition, there exist a number of hidden columns on the AQ and EQ sheets which contain the mechanism used to show endorsed items on the main AAA sheet

· These can be shown, once the sheets are unprotected, by selecting columns D-M, then selecting Format->Column->Unhide
· Only edit column E, which contains the text to be shown on the main AAA sheet, further columns must not be edited or the functionality may be damaged

· This generally differs from the item text only in that it may show the negative / opposite statement if that is the version more likely in a person with an autism spectrum condition

· Some lines are deliberately left blank – these are not used in the main AAA sheet

· Once these sections have been completed, select columns E-N and select Format->Column->Hide

· Once the entire translation is complete, either manually re-protect the sheets by selecting Tools->Protection->Protect Sheet, or running the macro “ProtectAll”
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
